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1. ON/OFF SWITCH
With the cord plugged into an
electrical outlet, start or stop the
vacuum cleaner by pressing the
switch.

2. POWER CONTROL
A turning switch allows the
selection of any cleaning power
from "MIN (for draperies)" to "MAX
(for floors)"

3. DUST INDICATOR
An indicator that will change to red
colour when the dust cup is full.

4. DUST CUP
Transparent dust container. On spot
control over the dust collected.

5. CORD REWIND BUTTON
To rewind the cord, press the cord
rewind button while holding the
plug. If the cord is not retracted
completely, pull it out a little and
press the cord rewind button again.

WARNING

AIR SLIDE VALVE

Open the controller on the hose
handle to control air or to release
any items suck in the nozzle.

METAL TELESCOPIC
To extend or shorten the metal
telescopic pipe, slide the button.

FLOOR NOZZLE

2-WAYS FLOOR NOZZLE

Ideal for the daily cleaning of carpets
and hard floors.

ACCESSORIES

a. Crevice tool
Use for cleaning door tracks,
narrow spots, etc.

b. Small brush
Use for cleaning a sofa.

c. Dusting brush
Use for cleaning a furniture,
Draperies, blinds, lamp shade,
etc.

HOW TO DISPOSE DUST

e The vacuum cleaner is
equipped with the dust
indicator (change to red
colour). When the dust
indicator shows that the dust
bag is full, you should dispose
dust. e To dispose dust, press the lock

e |If the dust bag is not full, but button.
the indicator shows that it is
full, the suction nozzle, hose,
or extension pipe could be
blocked. Then, unblock the
obstacle.

e |[f the vacuum cleaner takes in
excessive amount of fibre
(thread, cottony material, etc.)
the indicator may not change
to red colour even if the dust

bag is full. _
e Empty the dust cup in the trash
can
e Insert the dust cup back into the
HOW TO REMOVE DUST cleaner.

FROM THE DUST CUP

Note Before removing the dust
cup, makes sure to take off the
hose. Always operate the vacuum
cleaner with the dust cup installed.
To keep the suction power highly
efficient and lengthen a life of
motor, please dispose dust
frequently.

MAINTENANCE

Unplug the vacuum cleaner from an electrical outlet before

CLEANING THE UNIT

When cleaning the unit, use a
dampened cloth with lukewarm water.
Never clean or spray with a liquid
such as insecticide, benzene, thinner
or oil.

CLEANING HEPA FOR
AIR-INLET

Note:

The filter should be cleaned at times
or when it becomes visibly soiled.
Always operate the vacuum cleaner
with filter installed.

Otherwise, suction power may be
decreased or the motor may be
damaged.

¢ Remove the HEPA from the
dust cup

e Rinsethe HEPA in lukewarm
water and dry completely.
Do not use a washing machine to
rinse the filter.
Do not use a hair dryer to dry it.

e Rinsed sponge in lukewarm
water and dry the sponge
thoroughly.

e Put the sponge and HEPA filter
back.

CLEANING THE
OUTLET FILTER

e Open the air-outlet cover and
pull the filter out.

e Wash and dry the HEPA
thoroughly.

e Put the filter back.

It is designed to shut off to avoid overheating in case of a
blockage or clogged filter. If the protection device is activated, the vacuum
cleaner stops without turning off the switch. If this happens, turn off and
unplug the vacuum cleaner.

Please empty the dust bag and clean the motor pre-filter.

After approximately 1 hour, the motor will have cooled and the vacuum
cleaner will be ready to use.

Operating this vacuum cleaner with clogged or dirty filter may cause the
vacuum cleaner to overheat.

Please clean the motor pre-filter and empty the dust bag regularly.
